Sister Agnes helped spread the
Catechetical lessons of the Creed,
Commandments, Sacraments and Prayers
throughout five (5) continents and the
World. Sister was a member of the
International Cathechesis Council in the
Vatican.

In response to his governor’s rejection of a
federal request to temporarily house some of the Central
American refugee children, Colin McEnroe of Hartford
Connecticut wrote in the Hartford Courant newspaper,
“... if you're any kind of spiritual person, you pretty much
have to see these kids as a postcard from God. They
were too easy to ignore back there in the so-called
‘northern triangle’ of Central America. They showed up
here in our country so that we could be summoned to
our senses.”

McEnroe concluded his editorial with, “Maybe
those kids can't stay here forever, but we can shelter
them for a while and take that time to make a plan better
than flinging them back onto the same menacing streets
from where they ran away.”

“I know, | know. They're not ours. They broke the
law in coming here. Nobody asked them to. Believe me,
they're ours. All of the frightened children on this earth
are ours. You were born on third base. That doesn't
mean you hit a triple. They were born running for their
lives down the first base line. That doesn't make them a
sacrifice bunt.”

We know for certain that the sacrament of
penance was a fairly rare event in the life of a
Christian in the early centuries, but that everyone
had a duty to admit their sins and ask forgiveness
before giving thanks in the Sunday Eucharist and
receiving Christ's Body and Blood at the table.
Everyone today is familiar with this same ancient
pattern. We also know about Lent and its journey of
renewal, and even those who are returning from
summer vacations may speak of a fresh
perspective on life and a resolve to do better. Saint
Augustine spoke of a third kind of penance, beyond
the turning of the catechumens to a different life,
beyond the normal everyday fresh starts, to a form
that is severe and serious. Certain sins broke faith
with the community: the sinners were obliged to
give their names to the bishop and were barred
from participation in the Eucharist. Augustine
mentioned sacrilege, adultery, and murder as the
culprits, great wounds for the perpetrator, wounds
that were serious, deadly, mortal. Penance was
such a frightening prospect that many people
delayed their baptism for fear that they would sin, a
practice with which Augustine was well acquainted.
Pastoral need would eventually call the church to
reconsider its practice.

Muchos catélicos afroamericanos son

miembros de los Caballeros de san Pedro Claver,
organizacién fundada para ellos en 1909, cuando
el racismo no les permitia participar en
organizaciones euroestadounidenses. Esta
organizacién toma su nombre de un jesuita espafiol
del siglo XVII, Pedro, quien lleg6 a Cartagena
(Colombia) en 1610 y se escandaliz6 ante la trata
de esclavos en el continente americano. A pesar
de censuras papales en contra de la esclavitud
esta pecaminosa costumbre seguia robando
humanidad a los africanos. Pedro se consagro al
servicio de ellos, recibiéndolos con caridad, comida
y alivio apenas llegaban en los barcos.

Pedro no pudo liberar a los esclavos pero si se
dedico a servirlos y convertirlos. El preparaba
catequistas de entre los mismos africanos para que
pudieran cristianizar a los recién llegados. Pedro
Claver sufri6 muchos insultos y calumnias por
reunir a los africanos en iglesias y en especial, por
darles los sacramentos cristianos. Sus propios
superiores, dejandose llevar por las criticas de los
criollos, lo castigaban por el trabajo que hacia con
los esclavos. Por tal razén se autonombrd como
“Pedro Claver, de los negros, esclavo para
siempre”.
